The Outreach 
Program of the Center for African Studies administers the program with funding provided 
by a U.S. Department of Education Title VI National Resource Center grant.  
 
A one-month appointment with a stipend of $2,500 will be available for the summer of 
2008. Affiliates may begin their appointments any time after receipt of the award but must 
complete their visit by August 11, 2008.
